We 

realize that service to the church is never about completing a required number of 

hours and then you are finished, however, out of fairness, we want to make sure all 

candidates have equally served. Attached is an additional form that we are asking 

to be returned to us by April 1, 2010 explaining what the candidate did as 

Confirmation service and how many hours volunteered. 

 

Former Confirmation candidates have told me that they really enjoyed their work 

with our Parish programs, senior citizens, children with disabilities and food banks, 

to name just a few.
