Fair Trade is built on a firm foundation of stable, long-
term, mutually beneficial trading relations between coopera-
tives of artisans and farmers and the Fair Trade organizations
that buy the things they create. Organizations, such as
Catholic Relief Services also provide these producers with
microfinance loans, training and education so they can pro-
duce more abundantly and provide assistance to their own
community.
