BUT THE SAME MASS”

CURRENT: Priest: The Lord be with you.  
People:  And also with you. 
NEW: Priest:  The Lord be with you.      
People:  And with your spirit. 
 

The above selection illustrates one of the liturgical revisions to 
the “General Instruction of the Roman Missal” (GIRM) in Eng-
lish. The words of the GREETING at the beginning of Mass will 
change from “And also with you” to “And with your spirit.”  
 

The GIRM in English has been revised.   The revisions to the 
Mass will be implemented over the next year or so.  We, the 
people in the pews, are invited “To know the words, and to un-
derstand their meaning, because to do that is to know the Mys-
tery.” 
 

Representatives from the Office for Worship will teach us why 
and how the new English translation was necessary, and how it 
was accomplished.  At the following regional gatherings of the 
laity, samples of the revisions will be presented.
