Before leaving our church building each weekend, please
consider stopping by one of our poor boxes located in the
narthex, with your contributions. For the months of April and
May, 2010, all offerings from the poor box will be designated to
Crossroads Pregnancy Care, a totally non-profit ministry,
located at 1313 West Broad Street, Quakertown, PA.
Crossroads offers free crisis pregnancy counseling, ongoing
client support, abstinence counseling, and post abortion
counseling. They also supply through donations, clothing for
infants and pregnant moms, formula, diapers, pregnancy tests,
literature and more. Other programs include: Mom’s support
groups, one-on-one Dad support, post abortion Bible Study,
post abortion syndrome awareness seminars, financial aid and
more.  Crossroads is Christ-centered and life affirming,
providing hope, help and healing to families affected by crisis
pregnancies or hurting from past abortions. Their goal is to
reach a broader segment of our community and encourage
and support the choice of life as they effectively share the
gospel of Christ.

SAINT JOHN’S HOSPICE

The green truck from Saint John's Hospice will be back on
Thursday, May 13 picking up our casseroles and donations for
the homeless men of Philadelphia. As we read of the continu-
ing mortgage crisis continues and as we write checks for our
mortgage/rent/property taxes bills, we realize how very expen-
sive it is to keep a roof over our heads. A variety of studies
suggest that many of the men of St. John's work, and are veter-
ans. Saint John’s Hospice provides shelter beds, a coffeehouse
and a hot meal to encourage these men to come in from the
cold and to plug them into the services available to find perma-
nent solutions for their problems. All they ask of us is that we
provide the casseroles, coffee, tea, sugar, and toiletries that
make their programs possible.

SUNDAY OFFERING MADE EASY

As we move forward into the technology age, the parish will be offering the ability to make regular monthly offerings electronically, by
way of direct payments (ACH Debits) from your checking/savings account to the St. Maria Goretti Operating account. Many parishion-
ers now have checks prepared from their bank accounts and mailed on a monthly basis. The new method would eliminate the need
for mailing; the funds would be transferred electronically. The new procedure would debit your checking/saving account on the 20th of

each month and eliminate the weekly step of writing checks.

All parishioners will continue to receive envelopes periodically. This will allow everyone to give to the special second collections as
well as Christmas and Easter. The weekly envelopes will allow you to mark that you have chosen the electronic method for your offer-
ings to St. Maria Goretti. Below is a form, which is an authorization agreement for direct payment (ACH Debit) for you to complete and
to send to the Parish Center to the attention of the Business Manager. When completing the authorization form, simply

choose a yearly offering you wish to make to SMG, then divide that by 12 to come up with your desired monthly offering.
