This week in Christ’s Life: 
This week, Jesus is 16 weeks old.  All the major elements of 
his lungs have formed, except those involved with oxygen-
carbon dioxide exchange.  Meconium begins to form in his 
bowel.  His has primitive finger and toe prints. Myelinization 
begins and Jesus now measures approximately 5.5 inches 
long, big enough to be cradled in his mother’s hand.  He has 
lived for 112 days.  Child Jesus, growing in the womb, give 
us the strength to protect all people, especially the tiniest 
of growing babies. 
 
"When the time comes, as it surely will, when we face that 
awesome moment, the final judgment, I've often thought, as 
Fulton Sheen wrote, that it is a terrible moment of loneliness. 
You have no advocates, you are there alone standing before 
God -- and a terror will rip your soul like nothing you can imag-
ine. But I really think that those in the pro-life movement will not 
be alone. I think there'll be a chorus of voices that have never 
been heard in this world but are heard beautifully and clearly in 
the next world -- and they will plead for everyone who has been 
in this movement. They will say to God, 'Spare him, because 
he loved us!'"

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AID FOR FRIENDS 
"and when she came there, the cupboard was bare..."  
After months of having almost no room to put our meals for our 
shut in neighbors, the SMG Freezer for Aid for Friends is nearly 
empty.  Can you help?  We need almost 80 meals a week to 
provide a meal a day to our isolated neighbors who are unable 
to shop or cook for themselves or who just need a little extra 
help to maintain their cherished independence.  Take a pack of 
food trays home from church, dish-up and freeze a single meal 
and bring it back with you the next time you come to 
church.  One of our Aid for Friends Visitors will take your meal 
and six others and go visit a shut-in friend providing not only 
food but friendship.   Be part of this ministry -- to you they would 
just be left-overs, to one of our neighbors, it is a tangible sign 
that they are not forgotten.  (Meals should not be heavily spiced 
and should be 'denture friendly.)  

THE MEN OF SAINT JOHN’S HOSPICE 
NEED YOUR HELP 

St. John's Hospice provides services to homeless men in 
Philadelphia and you can help by participating in the SJH Cas-
serole Program.  St. John's serves 250 and 450 men each 
weekday at noon and you can help by preparing a casserole, 
freezing it and placing it in the Freezer in the Ministries' 
Room.  Once a month, the green truck from St. John's comes 
and picks up our donations and takes them down town for 
us.  They provide the tray & lids, they take them to St. John's, 
and they serve the meals -- all they ask of us is to make the 
casseroles.  Not a cook? You can still help.  St. John's also 
asks us to provide:   
Toiletries: (Small sizes are best for distribution but we can use 
large sizes for our residents.)  Soap, Disposable razors & 
shaving cream, Deodorant, Shampoo, Toothbrushes, tooth-
paste, floss, Hand Lotion, & Combs.  (We do not distribute 
mouth wash or after shave lotion with alcoholic content.) 
 

Clothing: New Underwear … briefs, boxers, T-shirts (large and 
extra large sizes are most needed), New or Used shirts, pants, 
shorts (all sizes … 30-38 are most needed) & White Athletic 
Socks Just place your donations in the boxes provided in the 
Ministries' Room.
