COMMUNITY HOUSING SERVICES (CHS)  AND 
FOOD CUPBOARD OF MONTGOMERY COUNTY 
Before leaving our church building each weekend, please 
consider stopping by one of our poor boxes located in the 
narthex, with your contributions.  For the months of October 
and November 2009 all offerings from the poor box will be 
designated to Community Housing Services (CHS) and 
Food Cupboard of Montgomery County, located at 311 
North Board St., Lansdale, PA.  Community Housing Services 
directly addresses the issue of the lack of affordable housing 
and emergency shelter for individuals and families within 
Montgomery County.  It is the belief of CHS that obtaining 
affordable housing is the stabling factor for many issues that 
surround family instability.  Their goal is to help others meet 
basic needs and provide support as they transition from shelter 
to independent living; a stable home makes for a stable parent, 
which in turn creates a stable environment.  CHS also 
sponsors a community food cupboard, totally supported by the 
community.  Clients can use this cupboard up to 3 times per 
month and has other staples such as toiletries, baby food, 
formula, diapers, wipes, and cleaning supplies.  Donations to 
this cupboard are accepted all year round.  Please consider 
helping those that are less fortunate ~ a little goes a long way!

SUNDAY OFFERING MADE EASY 
As we move forward into the technology age, the parish will be offering the ability to make regular monthly offerings electronically, by 
way of direct payments (ACH Debits) from your checking/savings account to the St. Maria Goretti Operating account. Many parish-
ioner now have checks prepared from their bank accounts and mailed on a monthly basis. The new method would eliminate the mail-
ing; the funds would be transferred electronically. The new procedure would debit your checking/saving account on the 20th of each 
month and eliminate the weekly step of writing checks. 
 
All parishioners will continue to receive envelopes periodically. This will allow everyone to give to the special second collections as 
well as Christmas and Easter.  The weekly envelopes will allow you to mark that you have chosen the electronic method for your offer-
ings to St. Maria Goretti. Below is a form, which is an authorization agreement for direct payment (ACH Debit) for you to complete and 
to send to the Parish Center to the attention of the Business Manager. When completing the authorization form, simply 
choose a yearly offering you wish to make to SMG, then divide that by 12 to come up with your desired monthly offering.
